STUDENT ACTIVITIES, CLUBS AND ORGANIZATIONS
Philosophy

Student activities, clubs, and organizations that improve the learning environment
of the school, generate interest in school programs, and/or provide student social
opportunities, play an important role in the overall objectives of the school.
Ideally each of these organizations will maximize student direction and
participation in accordance with the studentsO experience and maturity level.
However, student activities cannot detract from the instructional programs nor
can they promote a specific religion or religious group.

All activities, clubs, and organizations should be organized and operated for the
benefit of interested students. Participation is voluntary. Each group must be
approved by the appropriate Principal. All social events shall be adequately
chaperoned and follow all school policies and rules.

School staff and resources can be used to help facilitate the operation of student
activities, clubs, and organizations. However, school resources may not be used
to advertise activities not sponsored by the school.

Faculty Sponsorship

All student activities, clubs, and organizations are required to have at least one
(1) faculty sponsor. The sponsor (or his/her designee) must be present at all
meetings, preparations, and activities of the organization. The sponsor will serve
as a resource person for the student leadership of the group by giving advice on
educational issues, motivating them to strive for excellence, encouraging
maximum student participation, and overseeing compliance with school policies
and rules.

Fund -Raising
Fundraising activities are primarily the responsibility of Parents in Education.

Any student fundraising activity must be approved by the Superintendent in
coordination with Parents in Education.

Management of Funds

In order to insure financial accountability and responsibility, the sponsor of the
club or activity must deposit all monies received in the Colegio Roosevelt
Business Office at the end of each school day. These funds will be set aside in a
special account until needed. The Principal will be informed of large
expenditures.

Missing Class

A student may be excused from class to participate in a student club or

organization provided he/she has the approval of both the Principal and the
teacher(s) whose class(es) are affected by the activity.

EXTRACURRICULAR SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

The school may sponsor extracurricular activities, both during and after normal
school hours, as long as they comply with all policies, rules and regulations of the
school. The purpose of such activities is to enhance school spirit, build
community cohesiveness, and create more opportunities for both educational
and recreational growth.

However, these must be organized with the following restrictions:

The number of Elementary School class parties will be limited to no more
than four (4) per year. Appropriate occasions are holidays: Halloween,
Christmas, Easter, and the end of the school year (July).

Any type of birthday party or celebration for Elementary School students that
reduces instructional time is strongly discouraged.

The school will not sponsor dances for the Elementary grades. However, fifth
graders may be invited to attend the final Middle School Recreational Night.

The school will not sponsor off-campus, overnight trips which are primarily
social in nature.

A currently enrolled student may invite one (1) guest to accompany them to a
school-sponsored dance. This guest must abide by all the policies, rules, and
regulations which apply to a student of Colegio Roosevelt.

The school reserves the right to refuse admission to anyone who may want to
attend an extracurricular school activity.

The Senior Ball and the Junior-Senior Prom will not be school-sponsored
activities.

STUDENT BODY GOVERNMENT

The Elementary, Middle and High schools may maintain and operate student
councils in order to encourage student participation and understanding in
various aspects of school life, to provide the opportunity for training in
democratic processes and to provide experience in the process of leading and
following.

A student council may make recommendations to the school administration on
any topic of student concern, but shall not have the authority to make policies or
regulations for the school.

STUDENT PUBLICATIONS

The administration and faculty of Colegio Roosevelt seek to establish an
educational and social environment that encourages the expression of different
ideas and opinions. Students are encouraged to participate in school-sponsored
publications that permit this type of freedom.

Students shall follow the normal rules for responsible journalism. Libel,
defamation, plagiarism, false statements, disrespect of others, obscenities and
material advocating racial or religious prejudice or the violation of any laws, etc.,
do not constitute responsible journalism. Student-sponsored publications must
identify author and editor.

Each publication will have a faculty member assigned to oversee the suitability of
the material. Suitability does not refer to the advisor,s agreement with the
material, but rather to his/her judgement as to whether the writing follows the
normal rules for responsible journalism.

All publications shall be subject to final review by the appropriate Principal.

SCHOOL UNIFORM

All students in grades one through twelve are required to wear the official school
uniform, as prescribed by the administration, at all times during normal school hours.
Exemptions to this policy may be granted by the administration under special
circumstances. Students may be required to wear the official school uniform at special
events when representing the school

The administration is required to inform the staff, parents, and students of the school
uniform policy and what constitutes the school uniform at each school level.

Modifications in the design of the uniform, the addition of any article to the uniform, or
the removal of any article from the uniform must be approved by the Superintendent.

As a way of preserving school tradition, and in the spirit of encouraging a positive
school image for the Colegio Roosevelt student body, the Board of Directors favors
continuity of the school uniform; therefore, recommendations for substantial changes
to the school uniform may be presented to the Board of Directors for approval only
after careful consideration.

STUDENT CONDUCT - PHILOSOPHY

Each individual student has an important role and responsibility in the
development of a quality and safe environment for the various activities of the
school community. One important aspect in the creation of such an environment
is the studentOs behavior. The basic philosophy of conduct is founded on the
mutual respect and consideration of others.

No student has the right to interfere with or harm other people, other peopleOs
property and other peopleOs time. No student has the right to limit or interfere
with the teaching efforts of the instructional staff or the learning activities and
efforts of other students.

School rules and policies are established to help students understand the
boundaries of proper behavior. Each individual student has the responsibility to
know and conform to these rules and regulations and to recognize and accept
the authority of teachers, staff members and other adults who have been
assigned leadership responsibilities.

STUDENT CONDUCT -- SPECIFIC PROHIBITIONS

The violation of any school policy and/or rule will be considered an infraction.
Infractions may be considered minor or major depending on the severity of the
intentions, the consequences and/or the harm they may cause. Most infractions
will be evaluated and handled by the person supervising the student. However,
some infractions by their nature will always be considered major and referred to
the principal for appropriate discipline.

The following list gives examples of these specific prohibitions:

(1) Alcohol and Drugs -- See F3.030 Policy USE OF ALCOHOL AND DRUGS.

(2) Assault -- Actions and words which attempt to harm or injure others and/or
their reputations.

(3) Cheating -- Any form of fraud in examinations, classwork, homework and
school records as well as in athletic competition.

(4) Destruction of Property - Defacing, harming or destroying personal or
school property.

(5) Driving to School -- The use of motorized vehicles to or from school for the
purpose of attending regular school classes.

Exceptions to driving to school will be granted for driving a car to school if
the student is:

A. At least 18 years of age and is classified as a senior in high school.

B. Has a currently valid Peruvian driverOs license

C. Has proof of insurance coverage

D. Has written permission of parents or guardian in which they exempt the
school from any responsibility or liability associated with the student
driving to school.

E. Has no current academic or behavior contracts with the school.

F. Has submitted all documentation to the high school principal and has

been issued a special parking pass.

(6) Gambling -- Playing games of chance that include the exchange of money
or other items as a reward for winning.

High Risk Activities -- Including roller-skates, rollerblades, skateboards and

bicycles except in school, approved activities. However, bicycles may be
used as transportation to and from school provided they are parked in the
designated areas.

Intimidation (Bullying) --The attempt to verbally or physically control or

manipulate another student.

Participation in Partisan Politics -- Involvement in partisan politics within the

school boundaries, unless it is part of an academic assignment.

(10) Smoking --The use or possession of any form of tobacco within the

boundaries of the school, within one block of the school property, at any
school-sponsored activity or on school buses.

Theft -- Taking or receiving any item without the consent of the owner.

Violation of Common Moral and Ethical Standards -- The use of foul or
abusive language or gestures, blatant disrespect for authority, any form of
discrimination and inappropriate and/or excessive, public display of
affection.

Weapons --The possession of knives, firearms or any other article intended
for use as a weapon within the boundaries of the school, at any school-
sponsored activity or on school buses.

In order to enforce these prohibitions, school officials are authorized to conduct
announced or unannounced searches of students’ personal possessions and
lockers at anytime. In cases that may result in expulsion, the Board of Directors
will be informed.

ALCOHOL AND DRUG USE

Philosophy

The Board of Directors recognizes the established developmental, physical,
emotional and educational risks associated with student alcohol and drug use.

The Board of Directors supports policy and procedure that send a clear message
to students, parents and staff that alcohol and drug use by students will not be
tolerated. Alcohol and drugs refer to any intoxicant or mood-changing, mind-
altering or behavior-altering substance. This message shall be communicated to
the entire school community. The Board further directs the Superintendent to
establish and maintain a school instructional program that provides relevant
information, appropriate for each age level, concerning the health and legal
consequences of alcohol and drug use. Parents are encouraged to become
familiar with the Alcohol and Drug Unit, which is part of the Health curriculum.

Prohibitions

The use, possession, promotion, distribution or sale of alcohol or drugs, and
associated paraphernalia and/or being under the influence of alcohol or drugs is
prohibited on the school grounds, on school buses or at school sponsored
activities (including field trips). School officials are authorized to conduct
announced or unannounced searches of students' personal possessions and
lockers at anytime. Any student suspected of being in violation of this policy may
be administered a screening test in accordance with approved procedures.
Violators could be subject to expulsion.

Screening Test Procedure

Any student reasonably suspected of being under the influence of alcohol and/or
drugs will be referred to the appropriate school official. Reasonable suspicion is
based upon such factors as alcohol on breath, impairment of speech and motor
control, unusual or unreasonable behavior or the presence of alcohol, drugs or
drug related paraphernalia in personal possessions.

In a continuing effort to foster each studentOs intellectual, social, emotional and
physical development school officials may feel it necessary to test students who,
according to reliable sources, may be abusing alcohol or taking drugs. The
purpose of such testing is to help students. The parents and the student will then
be able to openly confront the problem and seek assistance to change a
behavior that may create even more serious problems in the future.

School officials will adhere to the following process when testing students:

(1) The student’s parent(s) or guardian(s) will be called.

(2) A school approved clinic will be called to administer an alcohol or drug
screening test. All positive results will be confirmed by the proper medical
analysis.

(3) All efforts will be made to have a parent or guardian present during testing.
(4) If the student or parent/guardian refuses to cooperate with the testing
procedure, the student will be presumed to be under the influence of alcohol
and/or drugs.

(5) In the event the suspected violation occurs on a school bus, school
sponsored activity or field trip, the adult responsible for the students involved will
use his/her best judgment as to the condition of the suspected violator. The
appropriate Principal will be notified as soon as possible. If the Principal is not
available, the Superintendent or Director will be notified.

(6) Students who admit they are under the influence of alcohol and/or drugs are
in violation of this policy. Testing will not be required.

Violations will be dealt with according to Policy F4.030-Disciplinary Measures.

STUDENT DISCIPLINE - PHILOSOPHY

The Mission Statement of the school is best accomplished in a climate of student
behavior that respects the right and property of others. Policies and rules are
established to help define this learning environment. Teachers and administration
are charged with the authority and responsibility for enforcing them through fair
and consistent discipline, which retains the dignity of the student.

Most students, in most circumstances, will be able to follow the basic code of
conduct (see F3.010 POLICY). In instances when students have violated school
policies and/or rules, it may be necessary to impose disciplinary measures. The
ultimate goal of discipline is to teach the student proper behavior and to maintain
the best conditions possible for learning and personal growth in a social
environment.

Classroom teachers will be able to handle most minor situations that require
student discipline. However, major infractions will be the responsibility of the
principal (see F4.020 POLICY-NORMAL DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURE and
F4.030 POLICY-DISCIPLINARY MEASURES).

NORMAL DISCIPLINARY PROCESS

Teachers will be able to manage most minor situations that require student
discipline. However, the following step-by-step procedure will be used if there are
disciplinary matters that require additional attention:

Individual Counseling with the Student

First the problem will be reviewed by the student and the teacher,
followed by a meeting with the Principal. Every attempt will be
made to establish rapport with the student and to encourage
him/her to become a cooperative member of the class or school.

This will normally lead to Step 3 below.

Parent Conference

At this time students may be placed on Conditional Status for

DISCIPLINARY MEASURES
Philosoph y

Two characteristics of effective schools are an emphasis on discipline and a safe
and orderly campus. For such an environment to exist, students must clearly
understand both the school’'s behavioral expectations and that teachers and
parents are responsible for insuring that these expectations are met. All school
personnel will make every effort to help students understand the rules of Colegio
Roosevelt and to enforce rules in a fair and consistent manner.

Definitions

A) Detention - Detention may be served at lunchtime or at the close of the
school day provided a member of the school staff directly supervises the student.
Parents will be notified directly of all detentions.

B) Suspension - A student may be temporarily excluded from the school grounds
for repeated misconduct or violation of school rules for a period not to exceed ten
(10) days per single suspension. A student may be suspended upon the
authority of the Principal. Suspension for a longer period of time will require
approval of the Board of Directors.

Certain major infractions of rules and codes of conduct will not result in the
normal, step-by-step disciplinary procedure described in Policy F4.020 — Normal
Disciplinary Procedure, but will instead result in immediate suspension from
school, to be followed by a parent conference. Examples of such infractions are
listed in Policy F3.020 — Student Conduct — Specific Prohibitions.

C) Conditional Status for Behavior --When a student demonstrates a persistent
pattern of inappropriate behavior as evidenced by repeated office referrals, the
Principal will place him/her on Conditional Status for Behavior. Expectations for
the student, the parents and the school during this period will be clearly outlined
in a contract, which will be signed by all parties. The student will be continually
monitored and can be disqualified if the on-going standards of the contract are
not fulfilled. At the end of one semester of Conditional Status the student’s over-
all progress will be reviewed.

If the student has fulfilled his/her obligations as prescribed in the contract, he/she
will be removed from Conditional Status. If the student has not met the
standards of the contract, he/she will be placed on Probationary Status for
Behavior.

D) Probationary Status for Behavior - A student will be placed on Probationary
Status for Behavior if he/she has not met the contractual standards of Conditional
Status or when his/her behavior demands a more severe disciplinary measure. It
also requires a signed contract specifying expectations for the following
semester. The student will be continually monitored and can be disqualified if the
on-going standards of the contract are not fulfilled. At the end of the Probationary
semester the student’s over-all progress will be reviewed.

If the student has fulfilled his/her obligations as prescribed in the Probationary
Status Contract, he/she will be removed from Probationary Status. If the student
continues to not meet the Probationary Status standards, he/she will be asked to
withdraw from the school.

If, after being removed from Conditional or Probationary Status for Behavior, the
student fails to maintain the expected behavioral standards, he/she will be
returned to Conditional Status or Probationary Status. A student may not be
placed on Conditional Status for behavior more than two (2) times without being
asked to withdraw from Colegio Roosevelt. (see D10.120R CONDITIONAL AND
PROBATIONARY STATUS for situations where students fail to meet academic
standards)

E) Expulsion - A student may permanently forfeit the right to attend Colegio
Roosevelt upon the decision of the Board of Directors. Expulsion can be
authorized for any major infraction of school policy or rules (see examples in
Policy F3.020 STUDENT CONDUCT-SPECIFIC PROHIBITIONS).

F) Forceful Control of Conduct - The use of corporal punishment shall not be
permitted in Colegio Roosevelt as a penalty for misconduct.

A teacher or administrator may use reasonable physical force, restraint or
contact with a student, without advance notice to the Principal, when it is
necessary for self-defense or for the protection of others or school property. If
physical force becomes necessary, the means used will depend upon the
circumstances, including the nature of the misconduct and the age and physical
and emotional condition of the student.

Guidelines

B) Student personal accident insurance is primarily a matter between the
student and his/her parent(s) or legal guardian(s) and the insurance company.
The school participates by providing enroliment and claim forms, collecting
premium payments, certifying the time, location and circumstances of the
accidents that occur on school property, ensuring accidents are properly
reported, and identifying which students have the insurance.

C) Parents who elect not to purchase the student accident insurance must
provide proof of an alternative accident insurance at the time of registration.

STUDENT GIFTS AND SOLICITATIONS

A) Gifts to Employees - Students are discouraged from routinely giving gifts to
school employees. Gifts given at Christmas, on Teacher Appreciation Day, etc.
should not be elaborate or expensive. Students and parents are discouraged
from buying birthday presents for teachers.

B) Gifts to other Students - The organized exchange of gifts between students in
school is strongly discouraged.

C) Soliciting Funds/Donations from Students - Occasionally students and their
parents may be asked to donate to specific school-wide projects which have
been chosen for their educational or community merit. All projects of this nature
must be approved by the Superintendent. All such donations are voluntary.

D) Fund-Raising Activities by Students - Fundraising activities are primarily the
responsibility of Parents in Education. Any student fundraising activity must be
approved by the superintendent in coordination with Parents in Education.
